This declension consists of both feminine and masculine words: -is (pilis = a castlle), -is (dantis = a tooth). In the plural genitive case you 
can see a palatalizing (softening) letter i. It disappears in several exceptional words: ausis - ausȎ (an ear), dantis - dantȎ (a tooth). In nouns that 

end in -tis and -dis, t changes into ļ and d into dģ in singular dative and plural genitive (except for a few words). For example: mintis - 
minļiai - minļiȎ, ġirdis - ġirdģiai - ġirdģiȎ.
